You do not need a learner licence to learn to drive a heavy vehicle. Your licence with the right class enables you to drive a heavy 

vehicle in the next higher class. 
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To learn to drive a heavy vehicle you must hold an open or provisional licence as follows

RE ( motorbike )  ¶ a learner approved motorbike (2 or 3 wheeled motor vehicle) that is a moped  

Note:  A moped  is a motorbike that is fitted with an electric motor, or  has an internal combustion 
engine with an engine capacity of not more than 50 mL and :  

o has a manufacturer's top rated speed of not more than 50 km/h; and   

o that is not a bicycle  

¶ a learner approved motorbike (2 or  3 wheeled motor vehicle) other than a moped, with or without a

A learner approved motorbike  is a production motorbike that is fitted with an electric motor, or has an 
internal com bustion engine with an engine capacity of not more than 660 millilitres (ml) and :  

o has a power to weight ratio of not more than 150kW per tonne (t); and   

o that has not been modified other than for an allowable modification; and   

o that is stated to be a learn er approved motorbike in the LAM Scheme list of approved motorcycles .

but does not  include a motor vehicle with a cha ssis that is substantially the same as a truck chassis.  

Conditions For Learning to Drive a Heavy Vehicle  

¶ You must always drive with someone who has held a current drivers licence for the  type of vehicle youôre driving for at 
least one year.  

¶ You must always  carry your licence when you are driving and show it immediately to a police officer upon request.
